“God Loves, but not because we deserve it or have earned it. The reason is simply that
God is love, therefore God loves. We are Soul, God’s creation, and IT loves us because that is
ITS nature. We have to recognize that we, as Soul, must one day come into the fulfillment of our
spiritual being too. We, as Soul, must become love.

“We can never become God, but we can become Godlike. In becoming Godlike, we be-
gin to share this divine quality of unconditional, no-strings-attached love. It’s the kind of love that
continues even when the person gives us nothing back. We just love. Sometimes it is called
goodwill, which is a good way to give love to the world.

“Of course, even though we give goodwill to our family members, we also give human
love. This is the warm love that sometimes slips into imposing conditions; it is a normal human
trait. When we are among our loved ones, we see each other’s dirty laundry and faults. We can’t
always hold ourselves to the high state of divine love, moment by moment. It is not within us be-
cause we simply have not reached that spiritual state. But what we can do is set our sights to en-
tering into the sate of divine love permanently.

“l doubt that anyone on earth can hold the state of divine love 100 percent of the time.
We’ve heard the apocryphal stories of saints who have held it from moment to moment. Perhaps
some of them did hold divine love. On the other hand, who determines whether a saint did or did
not hold that high state of love? Usually it is some other person in the crowd who concludes,
“That person over there is a saint. That person has divine love.” In any event, it is not as easy to
hold that state as one would like to believe.

“History is filled with errors simply because it is reported by fallible human beings. The
qualities of divine love are usually defined by people who do not have divine love. This, to me , is
ironic. But these people are often gifted in writing, they are the reporters of history. They are the
ones who presume to determine what divine love is, how it emanates from a certain person who
especially inspires them, and whether such a person is or was a high spiritual being.

“History is fallible because it is recorded b those who are still striving for divine love. So
history is subject to interpretation. Yet divine love is what we are in the world to learn. Earthisa
school a classroom of God.”
